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MEMORANDURM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter the “MOU") is entered info between
the Department of Finance and Administration (hereinafter the “DFA”) and the City of
Columbus for the purpose of establishing the agreed upon conditions under which the DFA
may disburse funds fo assist the City of Columbus, Mississippi, working in coordination with
Columbus Air [Force Base, in paying costs associated with construction and development of
walking fracks, walking trails, bicycle paths and trails, hunting ranges, firing ranges, and
other recreational properties and facilities for the purpose of providing and improving
available quality of life activities located on and or near Columbus Air Force Base pursuant
to Section 8 of House Bill 1729, 2016 Regular Session, Laws of 2016 (hereinafter the
“Act”). This MOU is entered into pursuant to, and subject to the terms of the Act, which
authorizes an amount not to exceed One Million One Hundred Thousand and No/100

($1,100,000.00), for the Project.
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Act establishes the 2016 City of Columbus — Columbus Air Force
Base Improvements Fund for the purpose of providing funds to the City of Columbus to pay
the costs of the Project; and )

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, the State Bond Commission, on behalf of the State
of Mississippi (hereinafter the “State”), issued general obligation bonds of the State
(hereinatfter the “Bonds”) fo fund the Project and certain other projects and programs; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the proceeds of the Bonds have been deposited in the 2016
City of Columbus — Columbus Air Force Base Improvements Fund to fund the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Act authorizes the DFA within its discretion, {o disburse monies in
the 2016 City of Columbus — Columbus Air Force Base Improvements Fund to pay the

costs of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the DFA has requested the City of Columbus to maintain on file the
documentation listed in “Exhibit A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, to the -
extent required by State of Mississippi state bidding laws, and other policies and procedures of
the DFA Bureau of Building, Grounds and Real Property Management (hereinafter the “BOB™),
and furnish any such documentation to the BOB. Submission of the requested documentation
to the DFA does not in any way relieve the recipient of insuring that the proper procurement
procedures are followed. (NOTE: Where the recipient of funds is not a state agency or
governing authority, procurement shall be handled in accordance with all requirements that
DFA would be subject to if the DFA were procuring the item as provided in the BOB's
Procedure Manual found at http:/Amww.dfa.ms.gov/dfa-offices/bureau-of-building-grounds-and-
real-property-management/bob-procedure-manual/. However, where such procurement
requires oversight approval, such oversight approval shall be obtained frem the DFA’s BOB);

and

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WHEREAS, the City of Columbus agrees to make every effort to expend the funds
within thirty-six (36) months from the date of issuance of the Bonds by the State in
accordance with guidelines found in Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code; and

WHEREAS, City of Columbus agrees to provide quarterty reports to the DFA’s Bond
Advisory Division (hereinafter the "AD"} that summarize the expenditures of the Act
proceeds and provides an update on the status of the Project. The quarterly reports must
be provided on a form prescribed by the AD which must be signed and notarized attesting
to 1.) the accuracy of the report and 2.) that all proceeds have been used in compliance
with the Act. The first quarterly report shall be provided within ninety (90) days of the
effective date of this MOU, and thereafter within thirty (30) days of each calendar quarter
end. City of Columbus shall also provide fo the AD a final report no more than thirty (30)
days after final expenditure of funds summarizing the expenditures and use of the proceeds

upon completion of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the DFA finds, consistent with the Act, that it is in the DFA and the City
of Columbus’s best interest that the funds on deposit in the 2016 City of Columbus —
Columbus Air Force Base Improvements Fund for the City of Columbus Project should be
disbursed to the City of Columbus and that the City of Columbus shall directly administer
the expenditure of such funds for the Project.

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED BY THE DEPARTWENT OF
FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION AND THE CITY OF COLUMBUS, MISSISSIPPI AS

FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Eacharid all of the facts and findings set forth in the preamble clauses
of this memorandum are hereby found and determined 1o be true and accurate and are
incorporated herein by this reference thereto as though set forth again in words and figures.

SECTION 2. The DFA, pursuant to the Act, shall disburse funds from the 2016 City
of Columbus — Columbus Air Force Base Improvements Fund upon the writien request of
the City of Columbus to assist the City of Columbus, Mississippi, working in coordination
with Columbus Air Force Base, in paying costs assoclated with construction- and
development of walking tracks, walking trails, bicycle paths and trails, hunting ranges, firing
ranges, and other recreational properties and facilities for the purpose of providing and
improving available quality of life activities located on and or near Columbus Air Force

Base.

SECTION 3. The City of Columbus agrees to use ali funds received from the 2018
City of Columbus — Columbus Alr Force Base Improvements Fund within the recommended
thirty-six (36) month time period and solely for the costs of the Project as set forth in the
Actand upon the terms and provisions of this MOU; and further, by execution of this MOU,
the City of Columbus does hereby certify that all funds it receives from the 2016 City of
Columbus — Columbus Alr Force Base Improvements Fund shall be used exclusively for

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“the Project as authorized and provided by the Act. Failure on the part of the City of

Columbus to adhere to any provision within this MOU may result in immediate action by the
State to recover any unexpended funds.

SECTION 4. The City of Columbus agrees fo obtain any architectural or
engineering services to be procured with these funds through a qualifications based
selection process or provide justification for non-competitive selection. It is highly
recommended to obtain the pre-approval of the DFA prior to the issuance of any Request
for Qualifications (RFQ) for Professional Services, Request for Proposal (RFP) for Personal
Services or Furnishing & Equipping or Exhibits, or Invitation for Bid (IFB) for Construction,
Fumnishing & Equipping or Exhibits as failure to properly and competitively execute such
procurements may cause the DFA to withhold all sums for the project or seek recovery of
same. Further, the City of Columbus agrees to maintain on file the documentation listed in
Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein, in accordance with the law and the

 recitals of this MOU and fo submit such documentation to the BOB.

SECTION 5. The City of Columbus agrees fo provide the AD quarterly notarized
reports as set forth hereinabove, in a format prescribed by the AD. The first quarterly report
shall be provided within ninety (90) days of the effective date of this MOU, and thereafter
within thirty (30) days of each calendar quarter end. The City of Columbus shall also
provide the AD with a final report summarizing the expenditures and use of the bond
proceeds no more than thirty (30) days after final expenditure of bond funds.
